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English


Reading-We will identify main ideas drawn from a paragraph and summarise these. We will ask questions to improve understanding of the text and infer characters feelings, thoughts and motives. We will summarise stories we have read


Writing We will write a non-chronological report about life in the Roman Army, and then a persuasive letter encouraging the Romans to either come to or stay away from England! We will read and write our own character descriptions of Boudicca and find out about and write our own Roman God myths.


Spellings will come home on a Monday and will be tested in class on the following Monday.


Punctuation and Grammar- We will learn to use possessive apostrophes in words with irregular plurals. We will spot and spell homophones.


We will use include conjunctions and prepositions to improve our writing.


We will continue to practice joined handwriting and we will be focussing on excellent presentation 





    Discoverers Term 3 THE ROMANS!
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The Romans are coming! We find out how the fierce warriors, the Celts, deal with the arrival of Italians. We also discuss the question of why Emperor Claudius wanted to leave sunny Italy and invade Britain; such a cold, bleak country on the edge of the Roman Empire? Maths. 


Exploring Shape Identify horizontal and vertical lines; identify pairs of parallel or perpendicular lines; recognise angles in shapes or as turns; identify right angles; recognise multiples of right angles. Identify lines of symmetry; identify acute and obtuse angles; compare and order angles up to 180 degrees; compare and classify geometric shapes, including triangles and quadrilaterals.





Reasoning with Measures Add and subtract money in practical contexts to give change etc.


Measure perimeter of simple 2D shapes


Estimate, calculate and compare money in £ and p; Perimeter and area of rectilinear shapes; 





Discovering Equivalence/Reasoning with Fractions Recognise, find and write fractions of a set of objects and of numbers. Compare and order fractions; Recognise and show equivalent families of fractions; count in tenths; recognise and write decimal equivalents of any number of tenths or hundredths; recognise and write decimal equivalents to ½, ¼, ¾;





Science: SOUND


In science we will learn about sound, identify how sounds are made, associating some of them with something vibrating and find patterns between the volume of a sound and the strength of the vibrations that produce it. We will carry out investigations to recognise that vibrations from sounds travel through a medium to the ear.





Computing


We will learning basic word processing skills. We will create, capture and manipulate sounds, text and images to communicate experiences, ideas and information in creative and engaging ways. We will publish our writing on Word.�
