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In English this term we will be reading Michael Morpurgo’s Kensuke’s Kingdom. We will be discussing issues arising from a text and presenting balanced arguments. We will identify unfamiliar words and describe their meaning. We will use evidence from the text effectively in order to describe characters, their feelings and motivations. We will attempt to rewrite texts from a different perspective and compose Japanese haikus. In SPaG we will be practising our grammatical language such as adverb, preposition, co-ordinating conjunction, adverbial, subordinate clause. Sentences will be correctly structured with a range of punctuation including commas and speech marks. 
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Maths


This term in maths we will be recapping on –


3 and 4 digit numbers- ordering, understanding the place value of each digit, rounding to the nearest 10/100/1000


Formal written methods for addition and subtraction, including 1 and 2 step word problems.


Fractions and decimals- shade and match fraction diagrams, add and subtract fractions, order fractions and decimals.


We will also be practicing telling the time and measuring accurately to the nearest mm.


We will practice EVERYDAY- Times tables and counting in 25s.


PLEASE continue to play TT Rockstars with your child at home. The expectation is that children will be able to quickly recall all times table to 12x12 by the end of Year 4.





RELIGIOUS EDUCATION


We will be continuing to explore Hindu beliefs this term, asking how can Brahman be everywhere and in everything? We are learning to understand the Hindu belief that there is one God with many different aspects.�
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This term we are going to find out all about ARTISTS
