This term is all about plants. We will;


Identify and describe the functions of different parts of flowering plants: roots, stem/trunk, leaves and flowers.

Investigate the way in which water is transported within plants.





Explore the part that flowers play in the life cycle of flowering plants, including pollination, seed formation and seed dispersal.





Order and describe the stages of the life cycle of a flowering plant.

Maths Tell and write the time from an analogue clock, including using Roman numerals, 12-hour and 24-hour clocks and convert time between analogue and digital 12- and 24-hour clocks. Know the number of seconds in a minute and the number of days in each month, year and leap year. Solve problems involving converting from hours to minutes; minutes to seconds; years to months; weeks to days. Compare durations of events [for example to calculate the time taken by particular events or tasks] Estimate and read time with increasing accuracy to the nearest minute; record and compare time in terms of seconds, minutes and hours; use vocabulary such as o’clock, a.m./p.m., morning, afternoon, noon and midnight Recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 3, 4 and 8 multiplication tables and then up to 12 × 12. Solve problems, including missing number problems, involving multiplication and division.
